Fidelity's security is up to industry standards. Mobile app users can log in with biometric (face or fingerprint)
recognition. Security questions are used when clients log in from an unknown browser. Higher risk transactions, such
as wire transfers, require two-factor authentication. Fidelity carries excess Securities Investor Protection Corporation
(SIPC) insurance which includes a $1.9 million limit on uninvested cash. According to Fidelity, this is the maximum
excess SIPC protection currently available in the brokerage industry.

Robinhood's technical security is up to standards, but it is missing a key piece of insurance. Mobile app users can log in
with biometric (face or fingerprint) recognition or a custom pin. Robinhood encourages users to enable two-factor
authentication. New logins from unrecognized devices also need to be verified with a six digit code that is sent via text
message or email in case two-factor authentication is not enabled. However, Robinhood carries no excess Securities
Investor Protection Corporation (SIPC) insurance.
